1. Go to www.theweathernetwork.com
2. Beside the map of Canada click on Canadian Cities.
3. Choose the province of Ontario.
4. Click on the city you have chosen or the nearest large city.
5. Go 2/3 of the way down the page and click on the blue box Statistics.
6. The altitude (or elevation) is located right beside the latitude and longitude at the top of the page beside the location name.
7. Record the numbers for the mean temperature and total precipitation for each month in the boxes provided at the top of page D.

8. Once you have the statistics you can complete the climate graph.  ***Remember the temperature numbers are on the left and the precipitation numbers are on the right ***
