PART A:  RESEARCH

You will be responsible for researching the following information about your organization:
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1. Historical Background (3)
· When and why was the organization formed?

2. Purpose/Mission Statement (2)
· What is the purpose of this organization?

3. Funding and/or Structure (2)
· Where does the organization get money from?
· Who is in charge of the organization?

4. Canada’s Involvement (3)
· How is in the Canadian government or Canadian citizens involved?

· Is the organization public (government operated) or private?

5. Impact of Organization on the World Community (3)
· How has it affected the world (positives & negatives)?

· What events or issues does it affect in the world (wars, hunger, etc.)?
6. Assessment of the Effectiveness of the Organization (3)
· Has it made a difference?

· Explain your answer thoroughly with proof
7. Role of the Organization in the Future (3)
· Will the organization still exist in 10 years?

· Why or why not? (explain thoroughly)

· Will its purpose change?

Once you have researched and made your rough notes, summarize your research in a formal written report.
Remember to include a properly formatted bibliography.  (hint: easybib.com)
